Dear Parent/Carer

The school is committed to the safety and welfare of our students and has identified that the movement of traffic around the school site could pose a risk to students’ safety during the school day, including the times when the students are entering and leaving the building.  

As you are probably aware the school has made modifications to the site.  This includes a new layout to the car park to ensure maximum use of space and installation of two barriers to prevent vehicular access to the front and the side of the school between 8.30 am and 3.35 pm.

Your cooperation with the restricted access will be much appreciated and I write to ask that you consider the following if you need to bring your vehicle on to the school site.  This will aid the flow of traffic at busy times.  

· The barriers will be locked at 8.30 am promptly; please do not go beyond the barriers to drop off as this may result in the barriers being locked behind you.

· The barriers will be opened at 3.35 pm; please do not try to enter the road at the front of the school when the student transport is collecting students as it will obstruct their access.  

· Do not park or obstruct the turning area – this area is needed to keep the traffic flowing.  

· Do not obstruct the main driveway to the school. 

· Do not park on the roundabout at the entrance to the school as this will obstruct other road users and the school bus. 

This may be an opportune time for you to consider how your child travels to and from school.  The school provides cycle storage for students who want to use their bike and there is a dedicated school bus service that collects students at the end of the school day.  If you have no alternative but to use your own vehicle you might want to arrange to meet your child at a prearranged point outside the school gates - but please remember not to obstruct any driveways.
