As you are well aware your son/daughter will be taking their GCSEs during the months of May and June. To try and help make this as stress free as possible your child has recently been issued with the following information.  

1. 
A revision timetable which starts on Monday 24 May 2010.  Revisions sessions are scheduled for all subjects prior to sitting the exam. Your son/daughter will be expected to attend (unless they have an exam at that time) in full school uniform. Last minute tips and advice do make a huge difference and many students feel reassured having met with their teacher before the day or morning of the exam.

Arrival Times

Your son/daughter will be expected to arrive at the theatre by 8.45 am for morning exams and 1.15 pm for afternoon exams. They will spend 15minutes with the subject coordinator and then be escorted into the examination hall.   Please ensure that they arrive on time.  Arriving late does not make for a good start to an exam and as a centre we have to report all late arrivals to the examination board. The board will then decide whether they will award a grade for that exam.

Candidates will benefit from having a drink of water available during their exams.  Bottled water is allowed in the examination room but the label must be removed.  

All mobile phones have to be handed in before entering the examination hall. It would be easier if they left their phone at home, but failing that it must be switched off and handed in whilst in the theatre.  The following information applies to all exams: 

· Full school uniform must be worn for all exams

· Students should bring a clear pencil case containing a ruler, pencil, pencil sharpener and eraser.

· All exams must be written using a BLACK biro. 

· Scientific calculator is required for Maths and Science exams.

If your son/daughter falls ill during the exam period then please let us know as soon as possible.  You will need to provide the school with a doctor’s note.
