All PSHE teaching takes place in a safe learning environment
and is underpinned by our school ethos and values.

However, there is a right to withdraw children from certain, limited aspects of the curriculum,
though we do not recommend this, as we believe that this is vital learning. There is a form that
you can fill in and send to the school to request withdrawal, this can be found in the appendixes
of the Relationship and Sex Education policy on the Colton Hills website.
