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Intfroduction

Making curriculum choices in Year 9 is a very important fime in your school
career. It is an opportunity for you to take control of your
education and shape the way you want your future to be.

The options you choose for Years 10 and 11 will determine not only the
next two years of your school experience but will also have an impact on
your choice of pathway after Year 11. We want you to have every chance
to have a great career or attend a top university.

You now have fantastic opportunities available fo you that will help
you get the future that you want.

But Years 10 and 11 aren't just about GCSEs. There are other
qualificatiors such as BTECs. These are often taught in different way
that involves more coursework during class fime, possible work
experience and fewer exams at the end of the course.

It may be that one type suits you more than others.
It is impartant to choose subjects that will interest and motivate you.
Spend
some time thinking about what you enjoy doing, what keeps you interested
in something and what makes you work hard.

Remember that you are not alone in making these decisions; everyone in
Year 9 & going through the same process.

Teachers, friends, parents, carers and family will be able to guide,
advise and support you in this important decision-maoking process.




In Year 10 and Year 11 there are a mumber of subjects that are
compukory for all siudents to study:

COMPULSORY SUBJECTS
English Language and Literature (2 GCSE)s
Mathematics (GCSE)
Science - either Combined or Separate Sciences (GCSE)
Religious Studies (GCSE)
Core PE

In the rest of your fime you will study courses to fill three more spoces on your
timetable. Each option space has five lessors over each two-week span, or 2.5 hours
per week of teaching time.

OPTIONAL COURSES
One of these three blocks will be taken up by more time in Science if you study
Separate Sciences (p20). If you choose to study Combined Science (p22), this third
block will be open for another choice.

You will then have two or three optiors choices to make. These are choices from the
wide range of options that we offer, though there are some restrictions on what
students can choose, and some things that they must choose to meet government rules.

Students will be advised taking inte account their academic performance so that the
options taken are appropriate and ones that they can succeed in.
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WHAT IS THE EBacc?
The EBacc stands for the English Baccalaureate.

The EBacc is a suite of highly-valued subjects comprising English,
Mathematics, at least two sciences (including Computer Science), a
language and Geography or History. The EBacc is one measure
that the government uses to check that students are following a
broad and balanced curriculum.

However we believe that the arts, design and technology and vocational subjects can
ako be important in the curriculum for some students.

DO STUDENTS HAVE TO FOLLOW THE EBacc?
At Colton Hills we do not force all students to follow the EBacc qualification pathway,
as we believe that making choices is an important part of school life. We want our
students to choose the curriculum that is right for them.

DOES IT MATTER?
Though we do not force studerts to take the EBacc qualification, we do recommend it
to lots of our students as an excellent combination of options.

Having a curriculum which includes a language, a bumanities subject and strong core
subject results will moke them very employable and stand out from others in the
future, in particular to Universifies.

Some of our best results are achieved in EBacc subjects, and some of our EBacc
results are amongst the very best in the city.

The ‘EBacc’ is not COMPULSORY, but it is RECOMMENDED

English Language

GCSE

What will you be learning?

The English Language course is designed to inspire and mofivate students, providing
appropriate challenge whilst ensuring that the assessment and texts are accessible to
all students.

It enables students to develop the skills they need to read, understand and analyse a
wide range of different texts, both ficfion and non-fiction. Students will also be
taught how to write clearly, for different purposes and audiences, and to make their
writing as engaging as possible by building vocabulary

Who would enjoy it?

All students have to study English Language as part of the Key Stage Four
Curriculum. Teachers will endeavour to inspire and engage students through a
variety of teaching methads.

What happens when you finish?

GCSE English Language is a requirement by all Further and Higher Education
establishments, as well as employers. Students could go on to study English Literature
at A level in this school [or English Language A-Level at another insfitution).

What will you be learning?

In English Literature, throughout Year 10, students are encouraged to develop a love

All students have to study English Language as part of the Key Stage 4. Teachers will
endeavour to inspire and engage students through a variety of teaching methods,
class discussion and developing essay skills.

This is a second full GCSE
qualification (in additien to English Language GCSE) and will enable stu-dents to
study any English qualification at post-14, and is a popular choice for university study.

What will you be
learning?

The new Mathematics curriculum is designed so
that students develop a sound understanding of concepts,
fluency in procedural skill and competency to apply mathematical skills in a range of
comtaxts.

The six main topics that students study are Number, Al-gebra, Rafio and proporfion,
Geometry and measure, Probability and Stafistics.

At foundation tier, the topics are almost equally weighted. At Higher fier, there & a
greater proportion of algebra than any other topic.

Who would enjoy it?

All studerts are required to study GCSE Mathematics as part of the Year 10 and 11
curriculum. The foundation tier covers material at Grades 1 to 5, whereas the Higher
tier starts at Grade 3 and allows students the opportunity to reach a Grade 9.

The decision as to which fier you will be entered for will be made based on the
progress you make in lessons and mock examinafion grades.

What happens when you finish?

If you are working at Grade 9 before the end of the course, we also offer the ‘Free
Standing Maths Qualification’ which bridges the gap between GCSE and A-Level
Mathematics.

You will learn about the matter the world is made of in Chemistry,
including the atom, the atmosphere, chemical reactions and how we use them.

You will learn about the invisible forces that govemn the Universe in Physics, including
electricity, forces, waves and magnets.

Through this you will also learn how to think like a scientist, get a chance to conduct
practical's and find out how to apply your knowledge to new quesfions.

Who would enjoy it?

What will you be learning?

GCSE Religious Studies is an important core subject at Colton Hills, and something that
we think all students will benefit from, which is why they all take this course.

It is divided into two areas, which each have a separate exam - there is no
coursework element.

We start off in Year 10 examining philosophical and ethical issues including crime
and punishment, family and relafiorships, war, peace and conflict and the existence of
God. These are exciting debates which will shape their views for the rest of their lives.

In Year 11 we examine the key beliefs and practices of Christianity and one other
religion to widen the students ability to have important debates and think about how
they impact peaple around the world.

We will be working hard to develop skills to enable students to be able to discuss
things with confidence, develop their worldview, become an informed citizen and be
able to make an argument. There are no right and wrong answers which makes this

subject interesting - ask questions and debate!

What will you be learning?

The GCSE German course follows on from the work done at Key Stage 3. You will
further develop the skills of Speaking, Listening, Reading and Writing and you will
develop a sound knowledge of German grammar.

You will develop your skills while studying 3 themes: Identity and Culture; Local,
Mafional, Internafional and Global Areas of Interest; Current and Future Study and

Employment. You will also learn about German culture, building on the work that you
have already done on this.

We have also run a German exchange visit for a number of years to allow students
to experience Germany for themselves. We hope to continue to run this visit in future
years for our students fo enjoy.

Whe would enjoy it?
If you enjoy leaming German in K53 you will enjoy it at K54. Students who already
speak more than one language will enjoy learning German.

If you enjoy specking and communicating orally with other people you will enjoy the
course.

GCSE German is one of the EBACC subjects, and so it is highly respected by sixth
forms, colleges and by employers in the future.



What happens when you finish?

In foct with Health and social care being one of the largest and fastest growing
industries it makes this a course suitable for anyone interested in caring professions,
social work or working with children.

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Music in Practice

Tech Award

What will you be learning?

During Year 10, you will study different styles and genres. This means you will
examine music from diff erent styles from as Classical to Hip Hop and from different
fime periods. You will explore what make each style unique and recognizable before
composing music in these styles yourself.

In the same unit you will also explore music products; this involves ways to create
music from recording using live instruments, to working with software such as Bandlab
and on the Mac computers - and alse exploring fusions of these products. This forms

your Component 1 which involves creafing a research journal in which you record

your thoughts.

For the second half of Year 10, you will move on to Compenent 2 in which you
develop your music knowledge further by compesing in more detail wsing a music
product you explored in Compaonert 1. During this component you will learn how to
compose, develop your skill sets and also explore roles within the
music industry.

In Year 11 you will combine your learning from Year 10 to respond
to a brief where you are given a stimulus (starfing point) to create
from. The expectation is to compose music, perform it and/or
produce it. Alongside your composition you will have three written
essays where you explain the process of how you created the wark,
the skill set used and how you would imp rove it further,




Wheo would enjoy it?

You would enjoy this course if you have a creafive flair, enjoy creafing beats and
rhythms and are often writing lyrics or singing sengs to yourself. Your personal music
preference would not matter as on the course you will study all styles and genres. It is
preferable that you know how to play an instrument and have perhaps token
peripatetic lessons but it is also not necessary.

You can only take Music in Year 10 if you take taken it an a option in Year 9.

What happens when you finish?

On complefing the course you could go on to study BTEC level 3 Music or A-Level.

There are several courses that are specific to if you play an instrument or have a

preference to music technology. There are also options to go onto Musical Theatre
courses if you have token this BTEC in conjunction with dance or drama.

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Performing Arts

(Dance) GCSE

What will you be learning?

AGHA GCSE Dance is a course which blends practical and written work. Those who
choose to study GCSE Dance will have the opportunity to perform, chorecgraph and
analyse professional works.

Performance accounts for 30% of the final grading and comssted of leaming two
phrases of movement which all students in the country learn. Students then perform for
technical accuracy and performance skilk. The phrases are marked by the class
teacher and performed for moderatfion in year 11.

Choreography is divided into two parts and is worth 30% of the overall qualification.
Students are taught another two phrases of movement which are taught to all GCSE
dance students in the country. In a duet or tric learners then develop these phrases
through choreog raphic devices and structures. The second part of choreography i in
the form of a solo or group work, students with guid ance from their teacher research
stimulus ideas to then choreograph from and use other students in the class as their
dancers if they choose group work or by their selves if they opt for a solo. The
choreagraphy is accompanied by log notes which explain the student's choreographic
process. Both pieces of choreography are marked by the class teacher and then
moderated in year 11.

The exam accounts for 40%, is 1 hour and 30 minutes and taken at the end of year
11.In the exam studerts will be asked questions on six short professional works which
they will study practically over the two-year course as well as questions on
choreographic process, performance skills and critical appreciation of their own
choreography.



Wheo would enjoy it?

You will enjoy this course if you have a love of dance, being creative, can work by
yourself and with others and enjoy the satisfaction of seeing your hard work in a final
project. This is a practical course so there is of course performance involved. If you
have a passion for the subject but are not used to being in the spotlight there are
many ways we can support you during the course to build your confidence.

What happens when you finish?

Once students have completed GCSE Dance students can go on to study A-Level
Dance, BTEC Level 3 Dance or BTEC Level 3 Parforming Arts if students have taken
GCSE dance alongside another creative subject such as GCSE Drama or BTEC Music
in Practise. Beyond College 47 Universities offer qualifications in dance, some of
which are joint degrees with other art subjects or project management degrees or
educafion. In addition, there are several presfigious Dance Schools such as the Royal
College of Ballet, Rambert, Laban, Bird, kalia Confi and LIPA where students could
study further,

Alternatively, students can go straight into the professional domain as a dancer,
chareographer, researcher, part of productions, casting and can toke on either
touring roles meaning they would travel around the country and potenfially world on
different project or fixed roles in production roles associated with specific theatres
and organisations.

Performing Arts

(Drama) GCSE

What will you be learning?

AGA GCSE Drama is comprised of three components which have shared emphasis on
written and proctical submissions. Studerts will have the opportunity to perform
professional scripts, devise their own works and analyse existing works.

Practical accounts for 80% of the course which & divided into two parts. The first is a
devised unit, meaning students explore several stimulus ideas to then create their own
piece of drama exploring styles, drama strategies, genres, staging and character
development methods. The devised work s marked by the class teadher and
moderated at the end of Year 11. The second & through texts in practise; in this unit
students are given two script extracts from a professional work to learn and then
perform. The two extracts are filmed and sent to the AQA exam board whe then
grade the performances.

The exam is 1 hour and 45 minutes and worth 40% of the overall qualification.
Learners will develop an in-depth understanding of one of six prescribed works. The
professional work will be studied over the two-year course in a theory and practical

context, in the exam students are asked a series of questions which are multiple

choice, short answers and extended questions. Within the exam students are also
asked to analyse a live theatre performance; so, within the two year course students
will visit the theatre to watch a live performance which will form part of their GCSE
Drama experience.



Wheo would enjoy it?

Acting is largely based on becoming another person, that is what characterisation is.
¥ you have a passion for going outside of your comfort zone and like the idea of
becoming someone else momentarily you will enjoy drama. There is of course a
performance aspect to the course but over the qualification if this is a skill that needs
development you will be supported in this process. You will need fo be dedicated to
the course as with script ond devising work you will be expected to learn lines and
work independently.

What happens when you finish?

After GCSE Drama students can go to college to study A-Level Drama or BTEC Level
3 in Performing Arts if they have chosen GCSE Drama alongside ancther arts-based
qualification such as GCSE Dance or BTEC Music in Practise, there is also the
possibility to study Theatre and Literature at A-Level If students confinued fo
wuniversity there are 72 different universities offering a range of qualifications either
as pure acting or in combination with other interests such as Literature, Performing
Arts, Production, Project Management or Education. If learners choose to pursuit a
career in Theatre there are more opfions that just being on the stage; in addifion to
the obvious Actor and Director roles young people could go into Production roles in
lighting, sound, costume, prop and set design and often take on several roles.
There is also the op portunity to pursuit live theatre or television or use the skills from
the subject to pursue a career in public speaking or within the business sector or
marketing sector as many of the skills learrt from the course are transferable to other
sectors outside of the arts.
